1 black Sharpie-type permanent marker 

 *Sturdy headphones* it’s crucial these work well; pls be prepared to replace as needed 

 Indoor sneakers with non-marking soles* -All footwear Velcro/no tie please, unless child is very good at tying 

 *Spill-resistant water bottle, book bag, lunchbox* --Send plastic cutlery/paper straws as needed, if your child uses. 

 Complete change of clothes in plastic/cloth bag, name clearly marked on bag   

 8 large seal top Ziploc bags (for home agenda) plus 6 smaller sandwich-size zip-baggies (for games, etc) 

 2 packs of unscented baby/hand wipes; refills packs are fine 

 2-3 boxes Kleenex-type tissues        --Note: Rain coat, rain boots & splash pants will be needed
