4 Proof-read: If you're applying for more than one be sure to take time to change
the name of scholarship before you submit it.

5 Include real information reflecting your financial situation; how
many children are in your family, how many children are currently in
school, location of the school, how many years you expect to be in
school, etc. Hardships like health issues, learning or physical
disabilities can also influence the decisions.
