Drop-Off/Pick-Up 

 

Drop-Off (morning):  When students are being dropped off in the morning, we would ask it be        

done promptly and next to the sidewalk so busses are not held up in the “round-about”.  Please 

consider dropping off at the path (Scott Avenue) that leads directly to the school as this alleviates 

coming into the school yard. 

Please note:  Supervision begins at 8:05am.  Doors to the school will be locked until that 

time. 

Pick-Up (afternoon):  Busses are the only vehicles permitted to pick-up students in the “round-

about” at dismissal time.  If you wish to pick up your child, please park at the top of our driveway 

(near Arena) or meet them at the end of the path on Scott Avenue. 

 

Intercom Buzz-in System 

 

HMMS has installed a buzz-in system.  Doors will be locked during the school day and visitors must 

use the buzzer at the main door and speak to our Administrative Assistant before doors will be 

unlocked.  It is important that you contact the school directly if someone other than those persons 

listed on the Student Information Form is picking up your child.
