1. Call to Order

Mr. Munro provided a student report in lieu of Shelby –

· The Play – Jesus Christ Superstar is coming up – a student/staff production.
6. Business Arising from the Previous Minutes.

a) Health Fair

It was a successful event, with just the right number of organizations present.  The organizations appreciated the opportunity.  The students seemed to enjoy participating and the displays seemed to have some impact on them.  Carole is currently updating the contact list and procedures.  There was some confusion over prize distribution.  Mary Alice, acting for the PSSC, will replace the missing prize.

b) PSSC Forum Meeting

Mary Alice attended with Mr. Munro.  It was a useful opportunity to compare notes and share ideas with other PSSCs.

c) Student Panel Report

Two career paths are suggested: non-profit jobs, which offer a chance to volunteer and learn skills; various trades & apprenticeships.

The event is targeted for February or March and will include information from NBCC, the KVHS Workroom, and recent graduates. Eventually we would like to introduce skills for selecting any career.  Mary Alice will do a demo of PACE (Plan to Achieve Career Excellence) training for the PSSC.

d) Parent Speaker Series Report

We only received 37 responses to our survey, even with emails generated through Edline.  Most respondents had students in grade 9, indicated that they might attend, and preferred Tuesday or Monday, monthly.   The most popular topics, in order, were: workplace health & safety, eating disorders, Internet safety, sleep, dating & relationships and budgets.  

Rothesay High and its feeder schools recently presented an evening of general interest  information sessions.  Participants selected two of eight 40 minute sessions.  We stage a similar event for KVHS and feeder schools.  Mr. Munro will raise the idea at tomorrow’s Principals’ PLC (Professional Learning Community).  

The Town of Rothesay will be holding some information sessions in the new year.

e) KVHS Dance Clean-up Actions 

Mr. Munro has discussed our concerns with staff.  The November dance has been cancelled because of the flu.

7. “Once Around the Table”

A new sign as a joint venture with the KV Fields must wait until the KV Fields project is completed sufficiently to know how the cost of the sign can fit into their budget.  The target completion date is May or June.  

Drug Use at KVHS

The school policy is to search students if any smell indicates drug use, and to call the police if anything is found.  It might be possible to hold a drug information session for parents in conjunction with parent-teacher night.  

Ron Morrish will return to the KV in September.

KVHS will not have a float in the Santa Claus parade, as creating a float would conflict with the work required to stage “Jesus Christ Superstar”, which closes the night of the parade.

Exam exemptions may be reinstated for June.  Mr. Munro doesn’t think that the cancellation of exemptions for January has influenced the tardy rate.
