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STEP PROGRAM

Parent Information


The staff at Rothesay Park School (in keeping with directives from the Minister of Education) has established a 3 step discipline program to promote a safe and orderly environment in our school. As a normal course of action, teachers deal with student conflicts and misbehaviours in a manner that they feel appropriate to the problem.  To address behaviours which go beyond minor incidents and become on-going problems or actions and behaviours more widespread and/or serious in nature, the school has developed the STEP program.


The following is a summary of this program:

STEP Program Warning-  If during weekly grade level team meetings it has become apparent that a student ‘s behaviour is  a concern, the grade  level  team will meet with the student to inform him/her that they are at risk of being placed on the STEP program. The parents will be contacted by phone to indicate that the STEP program warning has taken place and that a warning letter is being sent home. Parent support in the guidance of their child at home would be appreciated

STEP 1- a student will be placed on STEP 1 after repeated behavioural issues or due to a more severe behaviour. The grade level team will meet with the student to inform him/her that they are being placed on the STEP program  

· The team will review the child’s behavioural incidents with him/her and make suggestions for improvement  

· The student will be informed of the fact that they have lost extracurricular privileges, he/she is not  allowed to stay for Activity Period, he/she may not represent the school on any teams or clubs; he/she will not be awarded the OML for that term 

· The restrictions  are  in place for two weeks from the date the student is placed on STEP

· The parents will be contacted by phone and in writing to indicate that the STEP program placement has taken place. Parent support in the guidance of their child at home is  requested.

STEP 2- a student will be placed on STEP 2 if he/she has not shown improvement in their behavior during their placement on STEP 1 or if there has been only a short time of good behavior since their placement on STEP 1.

· In addition to the restrictions placed on the student for STEP 1, the student will lose recess privileges  and lunch hour privileges. 
· Parents will be requested to attend a meeting concerning their child’s behavior.

· With the support of the guidance counselor a Behaviour Action Plan will be developed which will be a cooperative plan between home and school

STEP 3- a student will be placed on STEP 3 if he/she has not shown improvement in their behavior during their placement on STEP 2.

·  In team consultation with the Principal, students may be placed directly on STEP 3 for more serious infractions

· Students on STEP 3 will be placed on In- school or out of school suspension for a specified period of time

· Parents will be notified by the administration that their child has been placed on STEP 3 and they will be informed of the consequences

NOTES:

1) A student will be removed from the STEP program based on improved behavior.

2) Incidents of an extreme nature may necessitate the student starting the STEP program at steps 2 or 3.

3) At any time, the team may outline a plan for the student to change his/her behavior.  This may be in the form of a contract, or a behavior management plan.
