Our community playground is
in great need of repair and maintenance. The structure was built 20 years ago by
an army of people just like you. This unique and creative playground has
become a part of our heritage. Children from all over the world come to St.
Andrews to play.

Funds
and many volunteers are required to resurface the wooden playground structure,
replace existing slides and repair broken equipment. Wooden decking and hand
railings will be replaced with composite material to prolong the life of the
structure, eliminate splinters and meet new safety regulations. The structure will
be made of a mix of wood and composite material. The creative original pieces
of the structure will be preserved. The original design, created over 20 years
ago, will remain.

The cost is projected at more than $90 000. The rebuild will take place over 4
days by 80 + volunteers under the guidance of Robert Leathers & Associates, the
original playground creators. Canadian safety standards will be ensured by a
team from Leathers who will be in charge of the on-site building project.
