The students did a wonderful job presenting their France culture project on Friday.  I am very proud of all their hard work.
This week in language arts, we will begin our social studies unit about: Notre place. The students are learning new sentences and vocabulary pertaining to our city and province as well as spring and Easter.   The students are learning new sentences structures and vocabulary pertaining to this theme.  Your child should be able to respond to basic routine questions and questions about the themes learned thus far.  He /she needs to be able to recognize sounds and sight words.
