Literdcy:

Reading Strategy: "Self-Monitoring” When
reading, students must learn to think about
their reading and to fix their own mistakes. If
they insert their own word that isn't there or
read the word incorrectly, it is important that
they realize this on their own, go back and
reread so that it makes sense.

Reading Fluency Focus: Commas Students will
begin to notice punctuation more when they are
reading. When we see a comma it means we
pause when we are reading.

Writing Focus: Organization. Before beginning
to write a story (pre-writing), it is important
that your child know how to organize their
thoughts and ideas. Students will learn to
recognize and use Venn diagrams, plot
organizers and story maps in prewriting.

Word Work/Sounds: Introducing adding
endings: ed, ing when dropping silent “e",
changing "y" to "i"
Word Awareness: Review homophones,
synonyms and antonyms

and doubling final consonants.
