What we are learning:
· New sight words this week: WITH and ALL.
· Review Word family iP – dip, drip, sip, lip, tip, slip, whip, flip, etc. 
· Review CHUNKY MONKEY reading strategy – look for little words or chunks within a bigger word.  flip  (FL – IP)
· Author study – Mo Williams – We have been reading, doing art around,  and learning about text in books by Mo Williams last week and this week.  Speech bubbles, writing with feelings, comedy in books.  He write the Pigeon books, Elephant and Piggie and a few others as well.  
· Review Magic E – We are learning that an E at the end of a word can make the other vowel say its name. (cake – the “e” at the end makes the “a” say it’s name/long vowel sound)
· Our Flexible Groupings are going really well.  (We are dividing both Kindergarten classes up according to their personal needs for a few weeks for an hour of literacy most days.  This is to target some key areas of need.  Both literacy support and Methods and Resource will be joining us so we have some nice small focus groups.)  
· Writing – We will go back to personal narratives – writing a story about our lives.
· In math, we will go back to numbers to 10 and reviewing before and after (without counting) and breaking a number into 2 parts with manipulatives.  (5 could be broken into 3 and 2 or 4 and 1 etc.  .
