For the past month we have been looking at and analyzing different parts of poetry and now it is time to put your knowledge to the test. On April 24th we will begin our very own English Class Coffee House and everyone will be participating. There are a few options to show what you’ve learned or to be able to express yourself.  Presentations will begin on April 24th, 2018. 
1. The first option for the Coffee House is to create a poem based off art done by Pawel Kucynski. His art is often a metaphor or critic of today’s society. It is up to you to try and understand his message and then create a poem based on that message. However you choose to write that poem is up to you but you must also present to the class:
· The photo
· The message that you chose to represent
· At least 3 poetic devices  
· The poem you wrote!

2. The second option for this Coffee House is to create your own spoken word or “Slam Poem”. Make sure that your poem resembles the nature of a spoken word poem which means it must have: 
· The use of 3 poetic devices 
· Be 1- 4 minutes in length 
· Follow a rhythm 
· A good copy passed in 
3. The third and final option will be that you must choose a poem that is already out in the world and analyze it. This means 
· You must read the poem aloud to the class
· Explain what you interpret the poem to mean. 
· Find 3 or more examples of a poetic device (Simile, personification, metaphor etc..) 
· Tell the class what the tone and theme of the poem is. 

POETIC DEVICES
Alliteration: The repetition of sounds within close proximity 
Connotation: The meaning suggested by a word/the bigger picture 
Denotation: The most literal and limited meaning of a word 
Hyperbole: A figure of speech in which an overstatement or exaggeration occurs for effect 
Imagery: Language which describes something using sensory stimulation 
Simile: A comparison of one thing with another using "like" or "as"
Metaphor: A comparison of two things, often unrelated (without "like" or "as") 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Personification: A figure of speech which endows non-human things with human form or character 
Stanza :A major subdivision in a poem, similar to a verse in a song 
Rhyme: In poetry, a pattern of repeated sounds 
Tone: The author's attitude or mood towards his subject and audience
Theme: Main idea or message conveyed by the piece 
Symbolism; A literary device that contains several layers of meaning, often concealed at first sight 
Repetition: Repeating of a word or phrase in order to improve emphasis 
Onomatopoeia: A word that imitates the sound it represents.
