$10,580.00 plus HST not including the
line painting.

LILY PAD PROJECT

No more muddy field!

A while in the making, Phase 1 of the
Lily Pad Project is finally moving
forward! In order for the soccer field
to be dry, a drainage system has to be
put in. The first step in this project is
getting the land surveyed and having
an engineering design drawn up. This
will be done over the summer and will
cost $4000 + HST.

Stay tuned for more fundraising
initiatives in the new school year as
completing the drainage system could
cost upwards of $100,000.
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
