Unit: Patterns

Hello Families,

My name is Karen Howland and I am your child’s math teacher this year. We recently began a short unit on patterns that will last for 2 more weeks. 

The learning goals for their unit are to:

· Identify and copy patterns.

· Create and extend patterns.

· Talk about how a pattern repeats.

· Solve problems with patterns.

· Recreate the same pattern using different materials. (Translate a pattern)

Ask your child what the words core (the base of the pattern before it repeats) and element (how many different things you use in your pattern) mean. Over the year I will be offering ideas for you to do at home with your child to enhance and support their learning. Some ideas for this unit are to:

· Go on a pattern hunt at home. See how many things have patterns (socks, sweaters, dishes) or do this while driving or at the grocery store

· Make colour patterns using markers, crayons etc. Have them name their pattern and then ask them to translate it. (red, yellow, green, red, yellow, green could be snap, clap, hop, snap, clap hop)

· Cut out picture from flyers or magazines. 

· Ask them to make a pattern as they set the table. (spoon, knife, fork, etc.) 

· Do an action pattern and have your child repeat it back to you.

If you and your child discover a fun new idea, please send it in and share with us. I plan to put all of this info on my teacher page at keswickridgeschool@nbed.nb.ca if you have access to internet then you will be able to receive all of math newsletters there. I have also listed 2 great websites below that we use frequently in our classroom. Please keep in mind we do not go on all of the games as they are not part of our outcomes. (We will also work on numbers up to 100, and addition and subtraction to up to 20 this year). We will also be using ipads as a resource so I will send home a list of apps throughout the year.
