Writing:

This month we will be studying nonfiction writing.  Students will learn to write procedural texts that we call, “How-To” writing.  We will be helping the students to understand the purpose of this type of writing: to teach others how to do something (i.e. How to make toast), and the requirements of this genre by showing them that How-To writing must enable a reader to do what is being taught (are the steps clear and do they make sense).    
We continue to work daily on the six traits of writing; Ideas, Organization, Word Choice, Voice, Sentence Structure, and Conventions.

In math we are continuing our third unit of work: Addition and Subtraction to 18.  Please continue to support your child’s math skills by practicing addition and subtraction facts at home (flash cards are great for this) and exploring “real life” addition and subtraction situations. (i.e.  We need six forks for supper.  I have 2 in my hand.  How many more do I need?)
