We will
continue to devote instructional time to group
students to practice this skill and help them
push themselves beyond their limits.

Mathletics

All students have access to Mathletics as an
online resource to help improve the math skills.
This online platform is aligned with our NB
curriculum. It helps students who need extra
practice and gives tougher questions to those
students who need enrichment. To receive a
certificate, students must get 1000 points in a
week. There are bronze, silver and gold
certificates. So far since September our students
have earned a total of 81 Certificates (1 gold,

12 silver and 68 bronze ). As a school, students
have accumulated 288 hours and 43 minutes of
math online.
