1. Executive

2. Financial report

· After several successful fundraisers last year, we have a healthy balance.

3. Fundraising priorities

· Technology – the school would like to purchase a system for the gym so the PE teachers are not straining their voices all day. The cost is around $1,000.

· Breakfast program – after the meeting, our teacher rep, Taylor followed up with Ann (the office admin) and the best way to donate to this is through grocery gift cards. We will check in with Ann regularly to see when these are needed.

· Playground improvements – in particular some heavy duty tables for the kids.

4. List of events

· Halloween Howl – date set for October 24, 5:30 – 7 pm

· Popcorn sale – possibly do it like last year, on a Friday each month - $1 each time, can pay all in advance – money went to food bank lunch program last year (Lisa and Christa will handle this if we go ahead)
· Book Drive – After the meeting, Taylor found out that Tara, the librarian would like help with a book drive in late October or early November – we will find out what she needs help with

· Christmas shopping spree – no date yet but usually early December during school, with setup the night before – keep an eye out for sales as we buy items to sell for $5 (should break even)

· Christmas raffle basket – usually sell before and during the Christmas concert (Dec. 17, snow date Dec. 18) – will look at doing that again this year

· School Clothing Sale – did it two years ago in January – look at doing it again in January or February

· Teacher Appreciation – do lunch on the Wed. during the week in February and spread other items throughout the week

· Scholastic Book Sale – a go for this year, usually later in the school year – we help librarian with organizing, setup and selling

· End of School BBQ – early June

· Date set for Wed., October 24, 5:30 – 7 pm

· $5 per child, kids 2 and under, free

· Do the same as last year and spread it out across the floors, less crowded

· Games:

· Photo booth – put up backdrop we have and either take the photos or let people take their own pictures
