Math:


We are continuing our new unit, Addition and Subtraction (Addition et Soustraction). We are learning math vocabulary (opération correspondant, équation, égalité) and strategies to help with addition and suibtraction.  Students should still be reviewing and practicing their numbers in French nightly.

Literacy:


Reading: We will be reading Remembrance Day Poems in French as well as stories about sports and other pastimes.

Writing: This week we will be working on mini-projects about our pastimes. That includes using details such as when, where and with whom.
