Math:


We have begun our new unit, Addition and Subtraction (Addition et Soustraction). For the first week, we will be looking over strategies to help with addition, which will then lead into subtraction and how the two relate.  Students should still be reviewing and practicing their numbers in French nightly. 


Math Unit: addition et soustraction


Students will understand/explain:





How to use strategies to remember additions and subtractions up to 18. 


How to solve both addition and subtraction problems.


Mental Math for 2 digit numbers


How to add and subtract 1, 2 and 3 digit numbers.


How to estimate an answer using various strategies.


How to come up with and solve number operations


How to understand and answer word problems





Literacy:


Reading: We have been practicing how to read in pairs as part of our Daily 5. Students will be given a French book (Halloween Chez les Jumeaux) that they can take home to read and practice their vocabulary as well as their sounds


Please continue to read in English at home with your child. Reminder that library books are now coming home and should be returned to school on Thursdays.


Writing: This week we have been doing some Halloween themed writing, but will also be moving into writing about our pastimes. That includes using details such as where and with whom.
