Be treated with dignity and respect.

Ask questions.

Receive accurate information, presented in a way they understand.

Be informed about all in school and community resources.

Have immediate access to health care within the community.

Choose if, when, and how much to disclose and discuss experiences with others.

Have timely and necessary actions taken to prevent unwanted contact with the
student who offends.
