	Process

	*Efficiently uses tools (dictionary, thesaurus, classroom visuals, technology, etc.) for support when writing a piece of literature.

*Skillfully describes objects, well known places, important events and everyday life experiences using the present or past tense.
*Efficiently employs strategies from the process of writing, including revising to strengthen content and embedding text features appropriate to form.

*Frequently tries out new techniques/ideas independently. 
*Uses a wide variety of vocabulary and links sentences with words like "et", "parce que" or "ensuite"


	*Appropriately uses tools (dictionary, thesaurus, classroom visuals, technology, etc.) for support when writing a piece of literature.

*Easily describes objects, well known places, important events and everyday life experiences using the present or past tense briefly in simple language.  
*Usually employs strategies from the process of writing including revising to strengthen content and embedding text features appropriate to form.

*Usually tries out new techniques/ideas independently. 
*Links sentences with words like "et", "parce que" or "ensuite”

	*Requires support when using tools (dictionary, thesaurus, classroom visuals, technology, etc.) to write a piece of literature.

*Describes very briefly objects, well known places, important events and everyday life experiences in the present or the past tense, using simple language.  
*With some support, uses strategies from the process of writing to generate drafts and pieces of drafts.  

*Sometimes tries out new techniques/ideas with support. 

*Sometimes link sentences with words like "et", "parce que" or "ensuite"

	Forms

	*Sometimes demonstrates all aspects (content, organization, word choice, voice, sentence structure, and conventions) of appropriate writing with support as evidenced overtime in multiple pieces (narrative, informative, etc.)

*Writing pieces may be vague in places, but communicate the purpose.
	*Seldom demonstrates all aspects (content, organization, word choice, voice, sentence structure, and conventions) of writing as evidenced overtime in multiple pieces (narrative, informative, etc.)

*Writing pieces are difficult to understand, with errors that interfere with the meaning.
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
