*Writing pieces are clear enough to understand, with errors that do not interfere with the meaning
	*Sometimes demonstrates all aspects (content, organization, word choice, voice, sentence structure, and conventions) of appropriate writing with support as evidenced overtime in multiple pieces (narrative, informative, etc.) (Normes de performance 8ième année)
