A reminder of Anglophone West School District’s 

School Bus Policy.  If your child travels by bus in 

the afternoon (1:50 p.m. or 2:55 p.m.) he/she 

can only have two drop off sites, one being their 

primary address and one alternate.  If home is 

not noted as one of your choices, your child will 

not be able to get off the bus at the home 

address.  This is to be outlined by parents on the 

Student Information Sheet.  Telephone calls or 

verbal requests to the school asking for a 

change in drop off for your child will not be 

accommodated. Parents/caregivers are to 

ensure that children are safely picked up by the 

bus in the morning.

Our automated phone message system will 

contact you at approximately 8:45 a.m. if we 

have not been notified. 

 Dismissal:  The K-2 dismissal time is at 1:40 p.m. 

The grades 3-5 dismissal time is at 2:55 p.m.  

On Wednesdays, dismissal is 11:50am for K-5.

child outside the front door as there is not a 

teacher on duty who will be walking them 

down the sidewalk.
