The event starts out with a power point presentation of all of our grade 8 student’s pictures, followed by the dance. We ask that you please arrange to pick-up your child promptly at 10pm. Picnic:
· The Townsview Family Picnic for grades K-8 is Tuesday, June 18th.   All K-8 students will meet their families up on the soccer field to begin eating at 12:00pm, we ask that you not come down to the school to meet them.  There are two gate entrances on the front of the soccer field. The grades K-1 and 6-8 students will come in through the left gate and grades 2-5 through the right gate, accompanied by their teachers.  
· Parking for this event is a challenge.  Please reserve the spots closest to the soccer field for the disabled and please do not block the driveways of our neighbors. Consider parking at the Ayr Motor Centre or the Golf Club and walking over.  Thank you. 
· Rain date is June 19th.
· If families are taking their children home with them immediately after the picnic, they must communicate that to the homeroom teacher in advance.  It would be appreciated if the students that know they are leaving take their backpacks with them when they go outside for the picnic so that students aren’t running in and out of the building to collect their things.
