Common sense
doesn’t come naturally to all children — or adults! For many it
takes practice. Instead of making all important decisions for
your child, consider making observations and then asking your
child’s opinion. For instance, instead of handing your child
his/her outdoor gear before he/she goes outside to play, say
“Wow — sure looks cold out there today. | wonder what we
should wear? What do you think?” This not only good problem
solving practice, it is also empowereing for the child — and may
even get him/her to get ready faster!
