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THE KLONDIKE GOLD RUSH
PART 2

a hundred thousand people headed to the Yukon. The economy worldwide was not
doing well (this is known as a “recession”) and the lure of easy wealth was hard to
resist. Four out of five of the people, mostly men, who arrived in Canada’s northwest
were American. Many left the western coastal cities of North America and began a long
and difficult journey in their quest for gold. Others came by railway from the eastern part

of the continent and some made the journey from Europe.

Once the prospectors travelled past Victoria and Vancouver, there were few settiements
of any size along the Pacific coast From those small coastal towns they journeyed
inland to reach the Klondike. The land was barren and travel was not easy and

once summer was over, there was the added challenge of harsh weather. Yukonis
mountainous and there was the difficuity of climbing through mountain passes carrying
large knapsacks or pulling sleds piled with supplies. The men had to bring enough
provisions to feed and shelter themselves. If they did not bring these items they were

not allowed into the Klondike prospecting area.

Many of the men turned back and went home when they reached Bonanza Creek and
realized the best areas had already been claimed by others. Those who managed to
get there early often became rich — instant millionaires, if they were lucky enough to find

large nuggets of gold.

With the gold rush came the growth of Dawson City. There were many people who
became wealthy by establishing businesses to sell items to the prospectors. There
were also drinking and gambling establishments but these were soon “cleaned up” by
a recently formed police force. At that time it was known as the North West Mounted

Police, and the force eventually became part of

the RCMP (the Royal Canadian Mounted Police).
The American area of prospecting in Alaska was
plagued with crime and violence but Dawson City
was usually quiet and well ordered.

The Klondike Gold Rush lasted only a short time
