 Cupcake liners 
 Glue 
 Construction paper 
 Popcicle sticks (green—colour if needed) 
 Scissors  
 
Help your child cut leaves from construction paper. Glue popcicle sticks onto paper for flower stems. Flatten 
cupcake liners and glue to the popcicle stick. Glue on leaves.

Spring sensory Bottles 
 
 Plastic bottles 
 Fresh flowers or plastic flowers/butterflies/bugs etc. 
 Water 
 Hot glue (optional) 
 
Take a nature walk and pick different flowers, leaves and twigs as you go. Place a few flowers in a plastic 
bottle and fill with water. Screw cap on tight. Replace flowers when they begin to wilt.  
OR fill your bottle with fake flowers and glue the cap on for long lasting fun.
