e Cardboard rolls (paper towel or toilet paper)

Valentine’s Jell-o Playdough

e 1 cup all purpose flour e 2 thsp. oil
e 2tbsp. salt e 1 cup of warm water
e 2 tbsp. cream of tartar e 2 Tablespoon red glitter

e 1 package of red Jell-o powder Cookie cutters (heart shape)

Mix all of the ingredients in a small saucepan. Cook over medium heat, stirring continuously until it thickens
into a ball of dough (should take about 5 minutes) - you’ll know it’s ready when you can no longer stir it.
Once it has finished cooking, place the dough onto a floured cutting board and wait for it to cool (at least 20-
30 minutes). Once it is cool, knead the dough, adding flour until it is no longer sticky (about 1/2 cup).
