Personal Connections: Has anything like this happened to you?  What is your favourite part and why? Does this character and yourself have anything in common?
When you’re reading this week, think about the characters you’ve met. (Suggestions)
· What’s the character (s) like?
· How is the character similar to you?
· How is the character different than you?
· How was the character feeling / acting?

New Spring Riddles / Thought Problems, “From 3 To 3”:  Students can feel free to do both if they would like!  Discuss the riddle and have them justify their answer (prove it based on the clues in the riddle). Remember the thought problem has a truth and a lie.  Discuss what is true and what is not!
Step 1:  Discuss it orally.
Step 2:  Write about it – first with an illustration then 1-2 sentences.

 Enjoy reading to your child every day. Listening to stories read aloud helps your child develop their vocabulary, appreciate books and other texts and learn about the world. When engaging in independent reading, choice 


is key to your child’s enjoyment. Allow them to select the text and talk about the reasons for their choice. Familiar reads are helpful in your child feeling successful. Here are some suggestions of text types: fairytales and 


fables, joke and riddles, recipe books, favourite books and bedtime stories, comic strips, information books (canadiangeographic.ca), rhyming books, cereal packages and food labels, images and artworks.
