Outside Scholarship Tip Sheet

Researching Scholarships

Start Early — more time means more options and better preparation

Get Organized - keep a calendar of deadlines, keep a spreadsheet, notebook or file system
Seek Help Early — give your references plenty of time to respond, be sure to thank them
Actively Research — scholarship information will not just come to you, you must seek it
Expand Research — college scholarship page, civic groups, employers, etc.

Don't Pay — never pay for scholarship information or to apply to scholarships

Keep Materials On Hand — transcripts, recommendation letters, resume, etc.

Follow Instructions — do exactly what you are asked to do — no more, no less

Proofread — check for clarity of content, legibility, accuracy & completeness

Submit Early — being early makes a favourable impression

Keep Copies — hold onto a copy of everything you send & record date sent

Be Patient & Persevere — it takes a lot of work & effort and there are no guarantees

Know Your Key Dates

The most important step you can take in your scholarship search and application process is to know
your key dates and deadlines. You should be working at least one month ahead on scholarships (ie.
it's March, you should be working to complete scholarships due in April). You should ask references
early for letters and provide them with a copy of Scholarship Reference Form so they have an
understanding of the scholarship and requirements.
