· During this term you will be exploring various parts of Canadian Identity such as; music, visual art, literature, geography, history, citizenship, and current events and affairs.

· The class will use many different methods to explore the topic of Canadian identity.  Throughout the term you will be expected to complete, starters, in class assignments, projects, written work, presentations, tests, quizzes and an exam.

The following units are covered in Canadian Identity:

1. Exploring Canadian Identity: 

Students will explore the concept of identity.  The students will then apply the concept to themselves and Canada.

2. Geographic influences:

This unit will begin with an overview of basic Canadian Geography.  The class will then move on to explore more abstract aspects of geography (landforms, climate, population distribution/ density ect.) and how each has an impact on Canadian identity.

3. Citizenship:

Students will discuss what it means to be a Canadian citizen and what rights and responsibilities we have as Canadian Citizen.  Students will also explore the process of becoming a Canadian Citizen, including taking a mock citizenship test.

4. Challenges and opportunities:

This unit explores many political and economic changes from the 1970s to today that have influenced the way Canadians live and view themselves.  This unit leads to many discussions.  Please remain polite during discussions and keep an open mind.
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
