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EECD Policy 309 – French Second Language Programs – does not provide a cut-off date for registration to Grade 1, Grade 3 (last year) or Grade 6 French Immersion.
EECD Policy 321 – Admission Based on Language - Section 6.1 – Admission to English Language Schools

6.1.1 On the basis of section 5 of the Education Act and section 23 of the Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms, students shall be admitted into English language schools given any of the following conditions:  (a) the student is proficient in English; (b) the student is proficient in both official languages; or (c) the student is proficient in neither official language.  

6.1.2 The superintendent shall not admit a French-speaking student or bilingual student to the French Immersion Program in English language schools.

	Step 3
	Contact FSL Subject Coordinator to share that a request has been made:

· Grade 3 & 6 FI Entry – Ann Manderson

	Step 4
	School Administration request a meeting date and time with Subject Coordinator and teacher, if applicable, to review information from Steps 1 and 2, and to discuss potential impact and options / recommendations.

	School Administration set meeting date and time with parents, school team and Subject Coordinator, if applicable.  The focus of the meeting is to share information, recommendations, and implications of the request.
