Course Outline

Writing: The following list outlines the genres of writing recommended for Grade 11 English Language Arts. Although this is the list of formal writing pieces we will be doing this year, the students will also be involved in writing many reading responses.
· Two Transactional essays ( argument,  procedural )

· One Expressive writing ( biography )
· One Transactional with a research focus ( persuasive )
· One Lyrical and Poetic ( poem or rap )

· One Multimedia/Visual ( power point presentation– autobiography through music )

· Multi-genre study ( developing an issue )
Reading:  The following outlines text studies over the year in Grade 11 L.A.
· Extended texts:
· One novel study

· Full-length or classic script or play

· Shorter texts – a minimum of five from each category.

· Excerpts from a play or script

· Poetic texts ( lyrics, ballads, sonnets)

· Short stories

·  visuals ( photographs, graphics, maps )
· Multimedia ( documentaries )

·  Essays 
· Popular non-fiction/informational texts ( feature articles, reviews, interviews, news stories)

· Multi-media Study

· Exploration of a theme or a question through a variety of texts

· Independent Reading – Students are required to explore a variety of genres in their independent reading. Expectations for time committed to independent, engaged reading( not skimming ) is 15 minutes per class.
· Word Work:
· Root words, prefixes, suffixes, descriptive words, and correct grammatical structure.

Marks: Marks will be based on class participation, discussion, focus during independent reading, homework, products – class work, tests and exams.
