The topics you choose for your journal can vary, as long as there is a connection to Chemistry.
When you find an item you're interested in, clip it out of the newspaper or magazine, or print it if you're using an on-line source. If you're using a story you've seen on television or heard on the radio, you must describe it in great detail (see item 3 below). 80% of your journal should reflect Canadian scientific issues. Two of your entries can also be cartoons dealing with scientific issues.

For each journal item, you must complete the following:

1. List the headline or title of the article/story you've chosen.

2. List the source and date the article/story was published or broadcast. Make sure to attach a copy of the article/story to your assignment. 

3. Summarize the article/story in your own words. What is the problem, situation, or main idea?

4. What/who are the key players in this issue?

5. Do you think this situation will have a positive or negative impact on the world? Explain.

6. What are your personal opinions about the article?
