1.0 Course Relationship Setup

» The Course Relationships page is used to set up relationships to fill specific requirements that must be met when building a master

schedule and loading students into that schedule.
> If you define a relationship for a course with another course, you do not have to define the relationship for both courses. However, you
can define the relationship for both courses so that it is easy to identify this relationship regardless of which course you are viewing.
