10:15 Then cross the street and take a group picture in front of the Tourny Fountain and learn about 
the Legislature building.  

10:45 Hungry? Let’s go! 
11:30  Have a great time dancing to traditional music and eating traditional food at the Sugar Shack!

13:30 Let’s continue our day. 
14:15 Walk around the incredible Ste Anne’s Basilica – this structure will leave you in awe! Admire 8-

the mosaics, the reproduction of the Michelangelo’s Pieta, the stained-glass windows and much 
15:15 Enjoy the view from 85-meter above as you see the Montmorency Falls up close. Cross the 

suspension bridge for the best view and then walk down the stairs for the wettest view.

Don’t forget to grab supper 

at the food court. (own expense)
