VISITORS – All visitors coming in to Bayview School must report to the main office to get a visitors pass, as per Anglophone South School District policy.
PARKING - There is to be NO PARKING OR DRIVING at the front of the school as this is the drop off and pick up for buses ONLY. Please drop off students at the side of the building by the sidewalk to ensure their safety.  Drive into the driveway by the basketball court and continue to drive out the driveway by the gym.  Please do not drop off your children on the main road it is very dangerous, as it’s a very busy street. 

PROPER FOOTWEAR IN THE GYM - As the snow prepares to fly, and the winter boots start to come out, I just wanted to remind parents to ensure that their child has a pair of sneakers to wear for all gym classes. Also, many students are coming to class with laces, however are not able to tie them. My main concern is for the safety of the child, and having shoes that are properly attached to their feet is very important. If your child has “tie shoes,” please take time to practice the skill with them at home, as many students lose time away from activities waiting for me to tie the shoes. Also I have noticed that some students have clips on their laces to save tying them. These clips pose a great safety concern as they do not stay tight and leave little tails, which cause students to trip. Please ensure your child arrives with appropriate sneakers for class to allow them to get the most out of being active. 

CHRISTMAS CONCERT - Our Christmas concert will be on Tuesday, December 17th at 8:45am, all parents are welcome to attend.  We will gladly accept canned and non-perishable food items to be donated to the East Saint John Food bank.

HOLIDAY TREE – We have our holiday tree set up in the front hallway. There are some wrapped boxes that are currently empty under our tree.
