1. To enrich the lives of all students by expanding the scope
of experiences not covered by the school.

2. To stimulate new interests that might lead to more intensive
follow-up (Type I11) activity on the parts of individuals or
small groups of students.

3. To give teachers direction in making meaningful decisions
about the kinds of Type Il Enrichment activities that should
be selected for particular groups of students.
